

First Meeting Documents
1.
If employed, the most recent six months of pay stubs, including year to date income;
2.
If you are self employed; profit and loss statement(s) for current year to date, but at least the last six months, for each business in which you have an ownership interest

3.
Tax Returns (Federal and State) for 2015 and if prepared 2016, including W-2 forms provided by your employer;
4.
Any statements for taxes owed to any governmental agency;

5.
Recent statements for all financial accounts including checking, savings, retirement or annuities;
6.
Recent statements from all companies with which you have revolving credit (credit cards or lines of credit);
7.
Recent statements from companies with which you have any other outstanding loans;
8.
Any letters from creditors/collection agencies demanding payment of money;
9.
Any statements for to student loans, including documents concerning loan consolidation;
10.
Any documents concerning any lawsuit filed by you or against you;

11.
A copy of any lease or rental agreement you have for any real property, such as a home or retail or commercial rental or for any personal property, such as an automobile.

12.
A list of assets, with a value of in excess of $500 and an inventory for any business operation;
13.
Any judgment, order or Marital Settlement Agreement made in the last three years in any marital dissolution, concerning property or support;
14.
Documents that refer to every bankruptcy, at any time in the past in which you may have been a party or to which you may have been related, such as in the case of a spouse or business partner;
15.
A comparative market analysis of any real property owned by you or your spouse;
16.
An escrow closing statement for the sale, purchase or refinance of any real property during the last four years;
17.
The final statement from any checking, savings, or other account that you have closed in the last year.
